Thall — Entire format changed

Junior — Using neon green 11” softee

Minor — Using neon green 11” softee

Intermediate:
Pitching distance is 35’ with option for a pitcher to pitch from 40
A pitcher pitches from 40°, she must pitch from 40’ the rest of the season
NO FREE SUBSTITUTION of pitchers. Once a pitcher enters the game,

she must pitch however, many innings coach has planned for that game.
If she is to pitch 3 innings and she pitches the 1%, she must pitch 2™ & 34d
One pitch constitutes an inning

Intermediate Director to reach out to coaches weekly on pitching rule.

**Rule 9G needs to be addressed, “if a pitcher his 3 batters in an inning she must
come out, but can return. “ Rule clarified & communicated 4/21.

-Senior League — no rule changes; but three reminders:

No called up pitchers can pitch in a game, for all leagues

No HS varsity players are allowed to play DGS, includes JV players called
up (DHS only)

If a player pitches “one” pitch for any high school JV or Varsity team they
are ineligible to pitch in DGS

-Minor, Inter & Senior regarding 3 games weeks for pitcher innings

-never assume a 3" game. First 2 games as is and extra 3 game innings
come for 3" game.

-example; senior’s pitch 8 in first 2 and 12 if 3. Never pitch more than 8
in first 2
